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Preface

Istighfar (seeking forgiveness from Allah ) has
many virtues and benefits besides the greatest
benefit, which is the forgiveness of Allah . The
Prophet # said, “Whoever holds fast to istighfar,
Allah will create for him an exit from every difficulty
and freedom from every sorrow, and provide for him
from where he had not even imagined.” (Abt Dawad)

The Qur’an records the advice of Prophet Nith # to
his people:

..Pray to your Lord for forgiveness; indeed He is
Very-Forgiving. He will cause the heavens to rain
upon you in abundance, and will help you with
riches and sons, and will cause gardens to grow for
you, and cause rivers to flow for you.

Imam Qurtubl & writes that a person once came
to Hasan Basri % and complained of being afflicted
with drought. Hasan Basri £ advised him to seek the
forgiveness of Allah 42, Another person complained
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of poverty, to which he replied, “Seek the forgiveness
of Allah.” Another asked him to make du‘a to Allah %
that he be given a child, to which he again advised,
“Seek the forgiveness of Allah.” Another complained
that his garden had dried up, and was advised the
same: “Seek the forgiveness of Allah.” When asked
why he had given the same answer to all those who
had come to him with various needs he replied
that he was not giving them any advice of his own,
but only repeating what Allah % promised in the
aforementioned ayah.

Due to the many benefits we are able to acquire
through istighfar we should make it part of our
daily routine to recite it in abundance. The Prophet
#% said, “Glad tidings be to the one who finds in his
book of deeds an abundance of istighfar.” (Ibn Majah)
Istighfar should be done when supplicating to Allah
4, and can be done at any other moment during the
day or night. We may read any formula of istighfar,
be it:

We should do istighfar at least 100 times in a day, as
was the practice of the Prophet 2,

It occurred to this unworthy one to make a
compilation of all the formulae of istighfar that
appear in the Qur’an, so that we may seek Allah’s
forgiveness using those most eloquent of words too.
This compilation may be read at any time and as
often as desired. Keeping in mind the many benefits
and virtues istighfar holds, it should be read at least
once daily, if not more frequently. Insha’allah, it will
bring enormous benefits in both worlds.

May Allah % accept this humble effort and make it
a means of forgiveness for the compiler and for all
who read it, and may He grant us all the benefits of
istighfar. Amin.

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Preface

During the month of Ramadan 1437AH a thought
crossed my mind whilst offering Tarawth salah
in the Haram of Makkah Mukarramah. It was to
compile each of the pure and blessed names of
Allah % with a short du‘a or words of praise from
the Qur'an and Ahadith corresponding to each
name. My late Shaykh, Hadrat Haji Fariiq sahib &
once said, “A good thought which comes whilst
performing salah should be acted upon because it
is blessed.” Hence during the short break after ten
raka‘at, I asked my companion, both at home and
away and the coolness of my eyes, Mawlana Ahmad
sahib zida majduhum, for pen and paper. With the
help of Allah 4 1 quickly jotted down a few names
of Allah 4 with appropriate du‘as that came to mind
at the time, thereby initiating the work. Thereafter,
during my stay in the Haramayn Sharifayn and after
my return, during the I‘tikaf of the last ten days,
through the continued Grace of Allah % the work
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progressed and neared completion. There were only
a few names of Allah % for which a corresponding
du‘a was difficult to determine; some friends also
gave their suggestions and only through the Grace
and Benevolence of Allah # the work ultimately
reached its completion.

After this phase, the commentaries of the Al-Asma-
ul-Husna were read and thought was given to the
appropriateness of each du‘a. Each du‘a was finalised
only after I was satisfied. I am thankful to my dear
students: Mawlana Tamir Shujauddin; MuftT Ismail
Bhayat; Mufti Ibrahim Bagas; and Muftt Muhammad
Bhattai zidat altafuhum for their help.

The majority of the ‘Ulama opine that the names of

Sayyiduna Anas # proclaimed, ‘You will not be able
to do that (harm me). Indeed, Rasulullah #£ has taught
me a du‘a through which I can safeguard myself from
every accursed shaytan and from every rebellious
oppressor.’

Read in the morning daily
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Translation: My Rabb is Allah besides Whom there
is no deity.

And there is no power (to do good deeds)
or ability (to avoid bad deeds) except with (the Help
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Al-Mu‘awwadhat

of) Allah, the Most-High, the Magnificent. I testify
that Allah has complete power over everything and
Allahs Knowledge encompasses everything. I seek
refuge in Allah, Who holds the sky so as it does not
fall on the earth except with His Permission, from the
evil of every creature my Rabb controls.

Hasan Basri % says, ‘We were sat with a
Sahabi 4 when someone came and said to him, “Go
and see your house as it has caught fire.” He replied,
“My house has not caught fire.” The man went away
and then came back saying, “Go and see your house
as it has caught fire.” He replied, “By Allah, my house
has not caught fire.” So the man said to the Sahabi
45, “Your house has caught fire and you are taking an
oath in Allah that it has not?” The Sahabi # then said,
“I heard Rastlullah #% saying, “Whoever says in the
morning (the above du‘a), he, his family and wealth
will not be afflicted with anything he dislikes.” I have
said these words today.” He then said, “Come with
me.” Then he stood up and they (the gathering) stood
up with him. They reached his house (and found it)
in a condition that the area surrounding it was burnt
but the house was untouched.’

Read morning and evening once
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Translation: Pure is Allah (from any imperfection)
and for Him is all Praise.
